It is also important that we determine the frequency of data collection and who should be responsible for collecting it. Also, we need to determine analysis plan which determines how the data will be analyzed and who will be responsible for analyzing it. Analyzing data can involve using different statistical tools and softwares, and if required, we can also mention those tools. Having collected and analyzed the data, we need to develop a reporting plan which determines how the result of the M&E plan will be reported and to whom. And finally, we also need to develop a feedback and learning plan which will determine how the learning from the M&E plan will be used in other projects and programs for further improvement. In summary, developing a monitoring and evaluation plan requires a systematic approach that will involve identifying the objectives of the project or program, and then identifying the outcomes and outputs, and then fixing the indicators, developing a data collection plan, analyzing the data, and reporting the results.
