Let's use a Video Translator first, as I'd like to show you how this powerful feature works. For this, let's click on Video Translator. Once you pick an option, in this case, the Video Translator, you're going to review the video details, then you're going to enter the project name, and to select the video language. You can then click on Create Project. Alright guys, as you can see, this will open the Video Translator. Here you'll find a timeline with your video, as well as a video control room where you can adjust volume and volume when voiceover is playing. So I'm going to add my intro video by clicking on the Choose Video button in the Intro Video section. With Livio, you can livestream to YouTube and Facebook, as well as to set up your custom streams. To go live to YouTube, you only click on this Manage button, then click on Add New to enter your YouTube stream details. What you have to do next is simply to click on the Platform dropdown to select YouTube, and then to enter a streaming account name here. Next, you're going to enter your stream key from YouTube into this field, and then you're going to click on Add. I've successfully added YouTube, so let's now click on the Account dropdown to select the YouTube streaming account. You can configure the audio bitrate and video bitrate here as well. Another cool feature is the Instant Translator, which allows you to translate metadata from your videos when available, so you add them to your streams. Finally, you'll only have to click on Start Streaming to go live. And you are now live. Awesome. Let's now go real quick to YouTube. There, I'll click on Go Live to start the livestream there. And we're now live on YouTube too. Let's stop this stream so I can show you how easy it is to go live on Facebook too. I already added my videos and configured the stream, so I only have to add the Facebook livestream details. For that, I'll click on the Manage button, then I'll click on Add New. Let's now click on the Platform dropdown to select Facebook. Now I'm going to enter a name for this new Facebook streaming account. Lastly, I'm going to paste the stream key for my Facebook Live video, then I'll click on Add. I've successfully added Facebook Streaming, so I'm going to click this Account dropdown to select the account I just added. Finally, let's click on the Start Streaming button. There we go. Awesome. We're live streaming now, and all I had to do was click a few buttons and add some streaming details. Let me now go real quick to my Facebook Stream page to show how we're going live on Facebook too. So all I have to do is click on Go Live, and there we go. As you can see, I've just gone live on Facebook, quick and easily.
