If we open up our timeline here, as you can see, we have the patented word bar down there. It's not actually patented, I don't think, but everyone knows the word bar. But not everyone knows that you can actually realign the word bar. For example, in my captions here, whoa, this is like a weird inception thing. The alignment is a little off on the word behind. Check it out. To be behind all of our other... You see how it lags a little bit? Be behind all of our other... There's an easy way to fix that. We just realign the word bar.
