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Speaker 1: ChatGPT just got some awesome upgrades, but let's see what they're like for research. I am here in my ChatGPT Plus account and if we head up here to the GPT-4 version we can see that now we have Bing, browsing and plugins. Interesting. What are they? The first thing I want to talk about are plugins because I think they're by far the most interesting thing. So if we go to plugins, you can see here I've got no plugins enabled. So I go to the plugin store. All makes sense so far. Or go to all, you can see we've got 20 pages of these and there are plugins for nearly everything you want to do. But what about research? I'm going to supercut the ones that I think are valuable for research and we're going to give them a go a little bit later. I think a scraper would be good for getting all of the stuff from websites. HTML papers. Web pilot looks interesting. I'm having that. Access link. Access links on the web and get the information you need. Hmm, want that. Scholar AI. Unlock the power of scientific research with peer-reviewed papers from all of those places. Yeah, I want that. Chat with PDF. Yes, please. Chat with website. Yes, please. Maybe not useful right away, but open lecture. Discover and access the right moments in open courses lectures for targeted learning. Nice. I want some of that. X papers. Effortlessly find real academic papers on archive. Yes. Next paper. AI. Fetch the latest research papers on a specific topic from PubMed. Yes, please. So once we're in here, we can see that we've got all of our plugins here. Let's just enable all of them. Oh, three of three enabled. So I can only have three enabled at a time. That's interesting. So let's have a look. Let's go with Next paper. Let's look for things. So let's have a look at next paper. Let's have a look at Scholar.AI and let's look at X papers. Because one of the things that ChatGPT wasn't very good at is going and getting references. It used to make things up. It got better in GPT-4, but let's have a look and see what happens. So I've got down here, acting as a researcher, find the latest papers on transparent electrode materials. And if we click send, what you'll see is that because it's in the plugin mode, it will start to think about which plugin to use. If we open up this bit, we can see that it sends a request to next paper and it gets some stuff back here. Client error not found. All right. Well, that doesn't work. Well done next paper. Scholar.AI. So here are the latest papers on transparent electrode materials. So 2012. Not really latest, but maybe we need to be a little bit more specific. So I'm going to stop this and say, I'm going to edit this one and say acting as a researcher, find the latest papers from 2022. Let's try that. And let's try it again. You can see what it's doing in real time. Error response. Never mind. All right. Next paper.AI. The thing about these plugins is that they're third party. So some of them may or may not work and OpenAI really has nothing to do with them. But we can see that Scholar.AI is doing quite well. So let's have a look. It's got query publication date and 2022. Let's see if it's actually pulling up the appropriate stuff. It's got a DOI. We'll be checking those. 2012. Not 2022. But is it a real thing? So let's go and check out the actual DOI to see if it's a real paper. Transparent electronic materials for simultaneous blah blah blah. Okay. Well, that's good. But you can see that Oh, we've got kind of stuck. It didn't get it from 2022. So that's a bit of a shame. It really is at the very early stage of being useful. Here our network error. There are some papers and a network error. So a little bit of a frustrated experience if I'm going to be completely honest. Let's regenerate the response and see if it can do a little bit better. It really has missed out on the date thing. It's got real papers, but it's not really done a great job. I'm going to stop that because that's now really annoying me. So let's go to a new chat and let's use plugins and let's have a look to see what it's like with chat with PDF. I don't know. How do you chat with a PDF? I guess you send it a link. How do I chat with a PDF? All right, so it does need to be accessible online. So I'm going to upload it to Google Drive to see if I can make it accessible. So what I've done is I've uploaded one of my papers about planar silver nanowire, carbon nanotube and PEDOT PSS transparent electrodes. And I've just said that anyone with the link can access it. But I'm going to copy that link and I'm going to put it into chat GPT and see what it's like. So here I've got summarize this paper. Let's see what happens. So it should be able to access it. Chat with PDF, it's using chat with PDF. Great. And let's see what it's doing. It's got the PDF URL. Good. So it's actually identified that now it's asking. Oh, now it's got all of the information. That's interesting. So there's the entire paper, I think. All right. So if we close all of that, you can see it's actually done a pretty good job at summarizing that paper. So if your papers and the things you want to summarize are accessible online via a sharing link, this could be a really useful tool and better than using something like chat PDF. I really like that. It's actually pulled out the data in a really great way. Like it's pulled out all of the important bits and it's actually sort of like really gone into detail with the sorts of stuff it's extracted. Sometimes you just get bullet points in some of the other services. So a complete win for this plugin. So the last thing I want to try is actually GPT-4 with Bing. All right, then. So I've said acting as a research scientist, go find some recent papers about elephants. I'm a little bit bored with transparent electrodes. Let's see what it will do with elephants. Hmm. There seems to be a server issue. Interestingly, on Bing, it says recent scientific papers on elephants. It's clicked on a nature and then it's thinking and it's going to iterate through this process of clicking links, going to find stuff and then it's going to summarize what it's found at the very end. So let's wait until that and see what happens. You can see it's reading content, thinking, clicking, going back to the last page. It's like sending a little agent out into the Internet to do all of the hard work for you. It's a little bit frustrating because you can see here that it's got like click failed, thinking, reading content failed. Like you can see it failing as it goes along. I'm not sure right now this is mature enough and useful enough to be out in the wild properly. Nonetheless, it's here and let's see what it comes up with at the end. So really, this has found one paper and it says like, here are some recent findings from a paper titled blah, blah, blah. And it's got the actual thing. It's got the reference. I think I can click here and actually go out to the paper, which I can, which is brilliant. So it does do what it says, but it was really frustrating just to sit back and watch it actually try to do it. So I'd much rather just go to a repository where I know there's lots of papers for my field rather than relying on this. Maybe with a little bit more direction, a little bit more prompting, you'll be able to sort of like get it to act a little bit more error in message stream. How annoying. So here are my thoughts on ChatGPT with plugins and Bing at the moment is that it's just so annoying to use. Like we were promised or maybe not promised, but our expectations for these tools were like it was going to change the world. It has changed the world. It's made it a little bit more frustrating to do research. So I'd much rather just go to a place where I know there's papers, search for them. You can actually go to these places and search by date. Tools like Elicit are brilliant for actually finding papers. There are other tools out there. I think trying to use ChatGPT as a research tool at the moment is more frustrating than it is useful because you get these errors. You actually see it failing. It takes a long time. You're waiting around. So at the moment, I think for research, you're better off using the old fashioned ways with specific tools for specific things you want to do. A little bit disappointing is the hype dying of AI in research. Are we past the hype hump? Maybe we are. So there we have it. That was my trial of the new ChatGPT with Bing and ChatGPT with plugins for research. Let me know in the comments if you've tried it. Is it just as frustrating for you as well? I'd love to hear it.
