SendinBlue's free plan supports unlimited contacts with 300 emails a day. If you need more features and a higher email limit, its paid plans start at $25 per month. Then there's JotForm. Tailwind's analytics tools assist you in identifying what's working and help you to schedule your content at the prime time. Tailwind starts at $9.99 a month. First, there's FreshSales, a CRM with a sales-oriented approach that uses AI to score leads, allowing you to prioritize who to interact with.
